Expect to hear from us in about four to
five weeks.

Each applicant is considered individually. We
evaluate high school academic performance,
standardized test scores, personal character
and extracurricular activities. For most
programs, a 3.0 cumulative GPA and 1,000 SAT
(Math and Critical Reading) and/or 22 ACT
minimumes are required. Science (includes all
health science) programs require a higher
GPA and test scores. In addition, leadership
experience, community involvement,
extracurricular activities and job shadowing
are highly recommended for all majors,
especially for health science programs.

Student Aid (FAFSA) form after January 1.
