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To explore your ideas about why you teach the way you do, try examining it as if it were a cube. Turn over your "teaching cube" and examine each side. 

LEARN: What motivates you to learn about this subject? Why have you chosen your discipline?
ACT: What happens when you teach?  What do you do?
DIFFERENCE: Why does what you do in your teaching make a difference in the lives of others? Why is it relevant? 

VALUES: What values do you impart to your students and why? 

SETTING: Why do you develop the learning environment(s) and the relationship with students that you do? 

ENJOY: What are your favorite statements to make about teaching? Why are they favorites? 

Then examine your cube and ask yourself: Can my teaching be examined using these questions as the sides of my cube? What other questions might I ask myself to examine why I teach the way I do?
