BBB invites Bids for the Development and Hosting of a New Website

It is also important that the service is excellent (preferring a system that allows BBB’s executive office to independently update the website with backup from an expert at the hosting site for more complex or extensive changes to the site. The Board has made a list of requirements that is attached. URLs are already reserved in English, French and Spanish.

Proposals are expected to include:

· proposal for developing and hosting the BBB website plus estimated budgets

· examples of previously developed websites

· names of persons/organization using already developed sites
